(@) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this
contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance.
The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at
no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the
Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or
services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights—

(1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and

(2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this
contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the
Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide
commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties.

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Q1 - New line items show 0 jobs and 0 labor hrs, while spec calls out quantities?
ANSWER: All CLINs are 1 Job except for Labor which is 200 Manhours and $15,000 Material . Contrctors must
apply a fully burdened Labor rate x 200 MH, and add $15,000 to their quotes for Material.

Q2 - Do the terms, clauses, and conditions from the original solicitation apply? Such as prevailing wages, etc .....
ANSWER: TERMS, CONDITIONS, FAR CLAUSES AND MAINE SERVICE WAGES REMAIN UNCHANGED BY
AMENDMENT 0001 OR THIS AMENDMENT.

Q3 - what, if any, are the services the vessel will provide? Such as welding machine or high voltage recepts, crane service,
alloted parking, air compressor, sewage transfer pumping, etc ....

ANSWER: The SOW states, "Government Furnished Equipment, Material and Services: MARAD Standard Coating
Guidelines shall be provided to the Contractor upon award. The ship’s 115 volt outlets and installed lighting shall be made
available as well as a garden hose size source of fresh water." Parking is typically available along the pier or at the town
parking lot. No other materials or services shall be provided.

Q4 - what is the degree of sanitizing to be required when cleaning the tanks? Is there a Regulatory requirement?

ANSWER: The Contractor is responsible for awareness and compliance of requisite Federal, State and Local
Regulations to include OSHA, EPA, USCG, State of Maine, town of Castine Health Departments regarding MSD
installation and repair work.; ensuring all work is done accurately and is in compliance with the work statement.
Contractors are advised that MSD work requires a heightened awareness of biohazards onboard this ship, appropriate
preventive steps are taken at the work site to keep biozazards from spreading to/from its own workers and
subcontraqgctors, on tools, door handles, and railings going to/from the work area. Biohazard encapsulation is the
Contractor's responsibility.

Q5 - The "Work Description" calls out for a Marine Chemist. However, as written, it states that the Chemist maintain this
certificate, when this is normally performed by a Competent Person. The Contractor must provide a Marine Chemist to certify
the area safe for hot work. The Contractor must also provide a competent person to maintain that certificate.

ANSWER: It is the Contractor's responsibility to establish and maintain the standards "*Safe for Hotwork

Q6 - Would the Contract Officer specify the trades to be used to ensure equal bidding of trades, relative to the Prev Wage
Tables?
ANSWER: NO. THIS IS THE CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY.

ANSWER: MARAD strongly advises the Contractor to discuss this SOW with the Marine Chemist and to determine
an acceptable method of obtaining a safe for hot work certificate before bidding this SOW. If the Marine Chemist
requires cleaning of the entire system piping, then the Contractor should bid it that way and state that they will do that
in their quote. If the Marine Chemist advises a simpler method such as cold cutting the piping, cleaning a few feet each
side of the cropped section and plugging the open ends of the piping, then the Contractor should quote that procedure
and state that in their proposal.

6 STATEMENT OF WORK
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REVISED STATEMENT OF WORK FOR MSD INSTALLATION AND REPAIRS (AMENDMENT 0001)
Title: T.S. State of Maine - Marine Sanitation Device (MSD) and Black Water System Modifications and Repairs

Background and Intent: The Training Ship State of Maine is a U.S. Government owned training ship provided to Maine
Maritime Academy for the purpose of training young men and women for a career in the U.S. Maritime Industry.

It is the intent of this SOW for the Contractor to provide all labor and materials to repair the ship's aft MSD and forward lift
station tank and to make modifications/installations to existing black water and effluent system piping. These
modifications/installations shall be performed in a manner which enables installation and piping up of a new forward MSD at a
later date without securing of existing MSD and black water systems.

Location: All work shall be performed aboard the Training Ship State of Maine which is berthed at her pier at the Maine
Maritime Academy, Castine, Maine 04420. The aft MSD is located in the aft auxiliary machinery space which is aft of the
lower engine room. The black water and effluent system piping which requires modification is located throughout the ship.

Period of Performance: This work must be accomplished between July 15, 2009 and August 21, 2009 as cadets will begin
living aboard on August 23, 2009. Work shall take place Monday through Friday from 0730 to 1600 hrs exclusive of federal
holidays.

Government Furnished Equipment, Material and Services: MARAD Standard Coating Guidelines shall be provided to
the Contractor upon award.
The ship's 115 volt outlets and installed lighting shall be made available as well as a garden hose size source of fresh water.

Work Description:

The Contractor shall provide all men and materials to perform the following in accordance with all requirements of the U.S.
Coast Guard (USCG) and the American Bureau of Shipping (ABS).

A safety meeting shall be held prior to the commencement of this SOW to include a representative from MARAD, T.S. State
of Maine and the Contractor to discuss all items of safety to include evacuation procedures, smoking policy, hot work permits,
lock out/tag out procedures, etc.

All welding shall be performed using ABS certified welders and ABS certified weld procedures. Copies of the welder's
certifications and the certified welding procedures used shall be provided to the COTR prior to the start of work. All areas
requiring hot work shall be certified and maintained "safe for hot work" by a certified Marine Chemist. Drainage and disposal
of all contents in the tanks and piping associated with this SOW shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. It shall be noted
that any internal cleaning and/or isolation of any existing piping necessary to obtain a "safe for hot work™ certification from the
Marine Chemist shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. In addition, a "T. S. State of Maine" Hot Work Permit endorsed
by a licensed member of the crew or their designated appointee shall be required prior to the start of any hot work each day.
All areas surrounding any hot work shall be protected using "tillman" or similar fire blankets.

All gas or diesel powered machines must be set in a containment on the pier in order to avoid spillage of oil or fuel into the
surrounding waters. All oxy-acetylene or similar cylinders must be located on the pier and their hoses disconnected from their
cylinders at the completion of each work day. All welding leads must be disconnected from their power source on the pier at
the end of each work day. All hoses and cables shall be routed through the ship in a manner determined at the initial safety
meeting. No cables or hoses shall be left in way of water tight doors or fire doors at the end of each work day.

All materials used shall conform to ASTM F1155, table 22 (attached) except for the valve type and materials which shall be
flanged, full port ball valves rated for not less than 150 psi constructed of 304 or 316 stainless steel bodies, stainless balls,
stainless trim and teflon seats. All elbows shall be long sweep 90 or 45 degree. All piping shall be sloped not less than ¥ inch
per foot in the direction of normal flow. When required, piping inserts shall form a "Y" pattern to assist with drainage. Piping
modifications/installations shall be made in a manner which does not create excessive piping strain.
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Where new valves are installed as a result of this SOW and they terminate into a space, they shall have a gasket and blind
flange installed. All fasteners shall be of proper length without excess threads (greater than % inch) showing beyond the nut or
threads ending inside the nut. All fasteners shall be liberally coated with anti-seize prior to assembly.

The Contractor shall remove and re-install all mechanical and electrical interferences as part of this SOW. Any valves
installed in an enclosed overhead or behind a bulkhead as part of this SOW shall require fabrication and installation of a
removable access cover. Valves shall be identified by their service provided using a stamped brass tag or phenolic tag and
attached with a chain. Nomenclature shall be provided by the ship's Chief Engineer.

All tiled decking traversed by the Contractors shall be protected using herculite or a similar protective covering prior to the
start of any work.

All work associated with this SOW (piping, valves, hangars, etc.) shall be prepared and coated IAW the MARAD Coatings
guidelines. All areas affected by this work shall be restored to a condition as good or better than originally found.

CLIN 0001: Supply and Maintain Portable Toilets

Place 4 portable toilets on the pier alongside the ship for the period July 6 thru July 20, 2009 to be used by the Contractor's
workers in addition to approximately 30 of the ship's crew. Thereafter, place 2 portable toilets to be used by the Contractor's
workers and 20 of the ship's crew until this SOW is completed. Toilets shall be supplied with paper and shall be emptied,
cleaned and sanitized daily.

CLIN 0002: Repair Existing Aft MSD and Forward Lift Station Tank

IAW the requirements of the Chief Engineer and the ship's lock out/tag out program, lock out/tag out all equipment and valves
necessary to isolate all energy sources at the aft MSD and forward lift station. Empty, open and clean the aft MSD tank and
forward lift station tank internals to the satisfaction of the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative (COTR) using a high
pressure (not less than 1,500 psi), fresh water wash. Approximate dimensions of the aft MSD tank are 7 ft 6 inch wide x 15 ft

No other party but the COTR may task
changes or supplementals.

CLIN 0004: Supplemental Material

The bidder shall make allowance for up to $15,000 in supplemental material charges, with NO BURDEN. This funding, if
required will be tasked by the COTR via Change Order. No other party but the COTR may task changes or supplementals.

CLIN 0005: Piping Modifications/Installations and Valve Installations
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Make all piping modifications/installations and valve installations as indicated in the sketch entitled "Modifications”. The
actual location of each modification/installation shall be identified with a number corresponding to the item numbers listed in
the table below. Each modification/installation shall be discussed and approved by the Chief Engineer and/or COTR prior to
making the modification/installation in order to ensure that the piping angle and valve angular position are satisfactory. It shall
be understood that installation of the flanged ball valves in the table below also require the Contractor to install the mating
flanges in the adjoining piping. All sizes below will be verified in the presence of the prospective bidders at the time of the site
visit. The modifications/installations are as follows:
