ACTIVATION ROADMAP

EFFECTIVE DATE:  10/29/02

INTENTION:

The intention of this “Roadmap” is to offer a quick look at the basic requirements needed to be accomplished when activating this vessel.  

This document is uncontrolled and its information needs to be verified before actions are taken based on it. 

GENERAL NOTES:

1) Vessel is in ROS 5 status with a nine-man crew. 

2) Vessel is for the most part closed up and requires little in the way of manual labor to activate.

3) Boilers are in wet lay-up.

4) Cooling water sides of condensers and oil coolers are dry and drain valves open.

5) All sea valves are closed and locked shut.

6) DC Heater is secured and both main feed pumps are dry.

7) All lube oil sumps are kept at operating levels.

8) Motor heating circuits are constantly checked and regular megger readings are maintained.

9) All hot wells and condensate pumps are drained.

10) Atmospheric drain tank is empty and piping drained.

11) All main and aux steam line traps are opened lined up to bilges.

12) Salt Water Service Pumps, A/C, and Bilge and Ballast systems may be in use depending on vessel ROS requirements. 

UPON NOTICE OF ACTIVATION

1) Remove ROS boiler heaters and reinstall air duct plates.

2) Remove stack covers.

3) Remove vent covers from safety and relief valve exhaust piping.

4) Install atomizing air hose in way of steam atomizing.

5) Drop boiler water levels to light off level.

6) Drain superheaters to the bilge.

7) Line up all superheater vents and drains.

8) Remove boiler water circulating pumps.

9) Install any registers removed from port and stbd boilers.  Check all burners and tips.

10) Light off aux boiler (electric) and line up fuel oil to one of three fuel oil heaters.

11) Place one ship’s service air compressor on line.

12) Close all condensers and lube oil cooler drain valves while waiting for the fuel oil to heat up to light off temperature.

13) Unlock sea suction and overboard valves.

14) Line up DC Heater and flood both main feed pumps and prepare them for service.

15) Close all main and auxiliary steam line traps.

16) Close all condensate pump and piping drains.

17) Line up boiler feed water valves.

18) Sound potable, and distilled water tanks.  Fill potable water tank.

19) Test P & S boiler water, distilled water tank, and both port and stbd reserve feed tanks.

20) Pump out sewage holding tank.

21) Sound fuel tanks.

22) Start lube oil purifier on main engine with electric heater.

23) Test emergency and standby diesel generators.

PUMPS WHICH HAVE BEEN DRAINED AND SHOULD NOT BE OPERATED UNTIL FILLED:

1)  Main feed pumps

2) Auxiliary and Main Condensate Pumps

3) Salt Water Service Pumps


4) Bilge and Ballast Pumps

5) Main Circ Pumps

6) Atmospheric Drain tank Pumps
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
