Instructions for Submitting Sales Offers and Revised Price Quotations
From time to time, the agency will solicit pricing for disposal of specific vessels from offerors who’s General Technical Proposals are included in the Pool of Qualified Facilities.  

I.  VESSEL SALES SOLICITATION SDPEXC-08001
A. REQUEST FOR SALES OFFERS 

First, the agency will issue a Request for Sales Offerors (“RFSO”).  
The Request for Sales Offers will identify the obsolete vessels available for purchase for dismantlement or price revision quotes will be identified from the non-retention vessels currently located in the Maritime Administration’s Reserve Fleet locations. The RFSO will identify any specific conditions which apply to the vessels included in the request as well as each vessel’s historic assessment status. 

Once the vessel(s) are identified, the Agency will make the specific vessel(s) available with allotted time for bidders to perform surveys and conduct hazmat sampling analysis. The Agency will provide bidders access to electronic copies of vessel specific or class drawings, surveys and tank soundings if available. The ship files at the fleet will be made available to bidders for review of vessel documents however; all ship file documents are to remain at the fleet office.  Underwater biological sampling for AIS is not permitted unless test data and test results are provided to the agency.  The vessels will not be available for ship visit surveys between the closing date for submission of Sales Bids and the closing date for submission of Price Revision Quotes. Only vessels listed in the current RFSO will be available for ship visits.
B. SUBMISSION OF SALES OFFERS  
Sales Offers must be submitted in VOA at the date and time specified in the RFSO, unless amended.  
B.1. Pricing: The sales price for each vessel shall include all activities required by Vessel Sales Solicitation SDPEXC-08001, including, but not limited to, all costs necessary to administer, prepare, test, survey, tow, remediate (all hazardous materials), and dismantle/recycle the vessel in accordance with the Generic Statement of Work in the Sample Sales Contract.  Bids shall also be based on any additional terms specified in the RFSO, any subsequent applicable Amendments or Notices to the Sales Solicitation or the RFSO, and the referenced documents located in the Maritime Administration’s Ship Disposal Program Library on VOA (“SDP Library”) https://voa.marad.dot.gov/programs/ship_disposal/standing_quot/library.asp, including but limited to all Federal, State and local laws and regulations.  Offers may be made for one, all or any combination of vessels and offers contingent upon the award of specific vessels are acceptable. 

B.2. Required Document Submittals: As detailed in Vessel Sales Solicitation SDPEXC-08001, the following documents must be submitted for all vessels on which a Sales Offer is submitted:

C. EVALUATION OF SALES OFFERS
The Maritime Administration will evaluate Sales Offer(s) submitted in response to a Request for Sales Offers using the following criteria, listed in no particular order of priority, as detailed in Vessel Sales Solicitation SDPEXC-08001,:
1. Performance Schedule and the Vendors available capacity (non-price factor);
2. Sales offer including any discounts or economies of scale (price factor);
3. Past Performance (non-price factor). 
After identifying the apparent best value offeror(s), the Agency may conduct discussions with that offeror prior to award to address any issues regarding schedule, vessel affirmations, or bidder imposed contingencies.    If such issues are not resolved to the satisfaction of the Agency, discussions will commence with the next offeror whose Revised Price Quotation represents the apparent best value.
II. REQUEST FOR QUOTATION (RFQ) DTMA1Q09001
For vessels on which Sales Offers are not submitted, the agency may issue a Request for Revised Price Quotations from the pool of Qualified Facilities which have submitted a Standing Quotation under RFQ DTMA1Q09001. 
A. REQUEST FOR REVISED PRICE QUOTATIONS
The Request for Revised Price Quotations (“RRPQ”) will identify the remaining obsolete vessels the agency seeks to dispose of via fee-for-service contracts.  As these vessels were already made available under the RFSO, they will not be available for ship visit surveys between the closing date for submission of Sales Offers and the closing date for submission of Revised Price Quotes. 
B. SUBMISSION OF REVISED PRICE QUOTATIONS  

Revised Price Quotations must be submitted in VOA (see “Instructions for submitting Sales Bids and Revised Price Quotations” in the SDP Library) at the date and time specified in the RFSO, unless amended.  
B.1. Pricing: The firm-fixed price quotation submitted for each vessel shall include all activities required by RFQ DTMA1Q09001, including, but not limited to, all costs necessary to administer, prepare, test, survey, tow, remediate (all hazardous materials), and dismantle/recycle the vessel in accordance with the Generic Statement of Work.  Bids shall also be based on any additional terms specified in the RRPQ, any subsequent applicable Amendments or Notices to either the RFQ or the RRPQ, and the referenced documents located in the Maritime Administration’s Ship Disposal Program Library on VOA (“SDP Library”) https://voa.marad.dot.gov/programs/ship_disposal/standing_quot/library.asp, including but limited to all Federal, State and local laws and regulations.
B.2. Required Document Submittals: As detailed in RFQ DTMA1Q09001, the following documents must be submitted for all vessels on which a Revised Price Quotation is submitted:

C. EVALUATION OF REVISED PRICE QUOTATIONS

The Maritime Administration will evaluate Revised Price Quotations(s) submitted in response to the Request for Revised Technical Quotations, listed in no particular order of priority, using the following criteria, as detailed in RFQ DTMA1Q09001:

1. Performance Schedule and the Vendors available capacity (non-price factor);
2. Sales offer including any discounts or economies of scale (price factor);
3. Past Performance (non-price factor). 

After identifying the apparent best value offeror(s), the Agency may conduct discussions with that offeror prior to award to address any issues regarding schedule, vessel affirmations, or bidder imposed contingencies.  If such issues are not resolved to the satisfaction of the Agency, discussions will commence with the next offeror whose Revised Price Quotation represents the apparent best value.
